The repair of 
stones was done by Army Veteran Jeanna Spain Bradley.  The oldest grave in 
the cemetery is 190 years old and the youngest grave is 143 years old”. 

Mountain Biking System at Marcella Vivrette Smith Park 

We continue to look forward to new amenities and improvements at 
Marcella Vivrette Smith Park in the coming years!  Bike Walk Brentwood and 
Citizens for Brentwood Green Space announced a partnership in 2022 to 
evaluate and promote the development of a new mountain biking system at 
Marcella Vivrette Smith Park.  The City approved their design in November 
2022 and plans are underway to begin work in 2023. 

Our Goals in 2023 

Private donations help provide amenities and maintenance support in our 
parks. At the dawn of 2023, we are focused on the future and have well 
defined goals in place. We are committed to making “Brentwood Green 
Space” a name that carries meaning with it. We want people to know we are 
a link to nature, whether through getting citizens to work together towards a 
common goal of helping the City with land acquisitions and improvements or 
by providing a focus for the preservation of green space throughout our 
community for generations to come.
